LEASES IN GAINESVILLE?

BEFORE:
• Individual lease vs. joint lease

• Lease lengths 12, 10, 6 months

• Move in and move out dates

• Guarantor or co-signer

• Read the lease before you 
sign it

AFTER:
• Get a copy of any signed  

leases or documents

• Before moving in check the 
apartment for damages

• Take pictures of the 
apartment before moving in
